CFDA DUES AND FEES
(updated February 2009)
ANNUAL DUES

1. All players are required to pay an annual due to the CFDA of $10 ($5 if playing only in the Fall League); this must be received no later than the 1st of April each year. Any player not current on these dues will not be able to participate in the Singles or Doubles League nor play on the State Team.  They will be allowed to play in the Blind Draws and win prizes.
2. All Bars/Taverns will be required to pay an annual Due to the CFDA the equivalent of $40 per board that is used for the CFDA. For example, if the Bar/Tavern has 4 boards available for play and they are all used at any time for league play, then their Dues would be $160 ($40 multiplied by the number of boards). If this same bar only used 2 boards for league play, then they would only pay $80. (these dues will be reduced in half if the bar only joins for the Fall League).These dues must be received no later than the 1st of April each year for that Bar/Tavern to participate in the League.

3. These Dues will be used to pay for the following; ADO Fees, FDA Fees, State Team Fees and State Team Uniforms.

League Fees
1. All Players are required to pay the required fee to the CFDA per Season to be able to participate in the League. These Fees must be paid no later than the beginning of the 3rd week of play or the player will not be allowed to play that season. (Fees for Spring 2009 are Handicap Singles = $30 Per Player, Wednesday Blind Draw = $5 Per Player Per Event and Thursday Doubles = $10 per team(Trophies only).
2. The Bars that will participate in the Wednesday Blind Draws have agreed to pay $2 Per Player Per Event held at their establishment.

3. The Singles Fees will be paid back 100% in full to the top performers each season. Our goal is to pay 50% of the Members. The Blind Draw fees will be paid out 50% to the winners each week and 50% placed in the ADO fund to be paid out each quarter. The Doubles Fees will be used to pay for Trophies.
4. The final payout structure for the Singles Season will be announced as soon as all fees are collected; but no later than the beginning of week 4.
