STATE TEAM PROCESS 2010
1. Members of the CFDA are the only players eligible to try out for the State Team…their dues must be paid in full no later than April 1st each year. They must be an active player in the league or a Board member to be able to try out for the team. An active member either plays in one of the league nights a minimum of 3 nights per season or plays in a minimum of 1 Blind Draw per month.
2. The Team from the previous year will be a temporary team for the current year and will not need to play in the Round Robin qualifier. Those Players must be a current member as noted in #1 above and must give the Board their intent to play on the current team no later than the 1st of April of the current year.
3. There will be a Round Robin event scheduled for Members that are not on the Temporary Team…there will be both a Men’s and Women’s event scheduled. The players with the most points from the Round Robin will be allowed to challenge players from the Temporary team.
4. If any of the previous years members decide not to play in the current year, then the players with the most points from the Round Robin will fill that spot on the temporary Team and will be suspect to challenges from the remainder of the players from the Round Robin.
5. If any player that is on the Temporary team wins a challenge, then they are officially on the team and will not have to accept another challenge. 

6. If the challenger wins, then they will have to accept a challenge from the temporary player they defeated. If they win the challenge, then they are on the team. If they lose, then they will not be able to issue any additional challenges.
7. If no challenges are issued to any player on the temporary team by the deadline, then they are officially on the team.

8. All results will be communicated weekly through email and the web site. (www.cfda.bravehost.com)

GAME FORMAT:

The Round Robin will be 1 game of 501 SIDO, 1 game of Cricket and 1 game of 301 DIDO. All games will be played and all are worth 1 point. There will be a diddle to decide which player starts each game.

The Challenge Format will be a race to 8 games (best of 15); the first 5 games will be 501 SIDO, the next 5 games will be cricket, the last 5 games will be 301 DIDO. There will be a diddle to decide which player starts each game.
